8" x 8" piece silk fabric for head

3/4 yd. gold wired ribbon

Trace pattern on fabric. Take care to line up arrow with straight grain
of fabric. Stretch fabric on stretcher bars or hoop.

With #5 perle cotton, start with an away waste knot. Count 12 threads
below top center and come up at #l. Stitch graph #l1 in satin stitch.

With DMC, fil or clair, thread needle as illustrated below. This will
prevent thread from raveling. Weave tail under satin stitch. Following
graph #2, come up at A. Complete lst Jessica according to stitch
diagram. Come up at B and complete second Je551ca. Complete remaining
Jessicas on both sides of center design.

With DMC fil or clair, weave tail under satin stitch. Following graph
#3, come up at X. Complete lst Diamond Jessica according to stitch
diagram. Come up at Y and complete second Diamond Jessica, complete
remaining Diamond Jessicas.

With DMC fil or clair, begin pulled thread honey comb stitch at left
edge of skirt even with the top of satin stitch. Follow diagram #4.
when doing this stitch "pinch" or pull horizontal stitches, lay vertical
stitches without pulling. At this end of the row tack last stitch.
Begin second row. Continue to fill in background, compensating at

edges as necessary.

(Optional) With DMC fil or clair work reverse Diagonal Faggot stitch.
Follow diagram #5. Pull this stitch fairly tigth, keeping an even
tension so the thread does not break, or with DMC fil or clair, lay
long running stitches as shown in graph #4.

Attach beads in center of each Jessica and at spaces indicate with

with dots (.) on graph #4. Use a fine needle and sewing thread. Secure
each with 2 strands of thread and a cross stitch. Pass through the bead
on the first cross and around the bead on the second cross. Pull tight.
This will hold it securely.
